MGHs provide
the same services as the TLP in addition to providing parenting instructions and child care.
Other services that are offered include, but are not limited to, transportation, family
planning, and pregnancy prevention services.

Transitional Living Programs are required to provide youth with stable, safe living
accommodations and services that help them develop the skills necessary to move to
independence. Living accommodations may be host family homes, group homes, Maternity
Group Homes, or "supervised apartments.” (Supervised apartments are either agency-
owned apartment buildings or "scattered site" apartments, which are single -occupancy
apartments rented directly by young people with support from the agency.) Eligible
applicants include States, localities, private entities, and coordinated networks of such
entities unless they are part of the law enforcement structure or the juvenile justice system.
Federally recognized Indian organizations are also eligible to apply for grants as private,
nonprofit agencies. Indian Tribes that are not federally recognized and urban Indian
organizations are also eligible to apply for grants as private, nonprofit agencies. Faith-based
organizations and small community-based organizations are eligible to apply for
Transitional Living Program grants.
